For the next nineteen years Sister Mary Dorothy continued to care for the
sisters in the Infirmary.

Sister then served as Director of Health Care or Charge Nurse at several nursing facilities
before assuming the role of Administrator of the Chardon Health Care Center in1999. She
was kind and compassionate, thorough and competent in directing patient care. A new
ministry opened for Sister in 2011 as school nurse at St. Helen Elementary School in
Newbury, OH. For the past fourteen years she attended to the needs of the children and
delighted in meeting and greeting them each day.

Sister’s love for her very large, ever growing family was immeasurable. She was a faithful
support to each member as they celebrated the joys and sufferings of daily life. Her love,
respect, prayer and care for each sister in community was freely given for over thirty years.
